Taxis

From JFK Airport:  A flat rate of $45 to Manhattan (plus tolls and tip) is charged.  The meter will not be turned on and the surcharge will not be added.  The flat rate does not apply on trips from Manhattan to the airport.

From Newark (EWR) Airport:  The dispatcher for New Jersey taxis gives you a slip of paper with a flat rate ranging from $30 to $38 (toll and tip extra), depending on where you're going in Manhattan, so be precise about your destination. New York yellow cabs aren't permitted to pick up passengers at Newark. The yellow-cab fare from Manhattan to Newark is the meter amount plus $15 and tolls (about $69-$75, perhaps a few dollars more with tip). Jersey taxis aren't permitted to take passengers from Manhattan to Newark.

From Laguardia (LGA) Airport: $24 to $28, metered, plus tolls and tip.

The New York Public Library has computers available for public use.  The nearest branches are the Kips Bay Library, located at 446 Third Avenue (at East 31st Street), and Epiphany Library, located at 228 East 23rd Street (near Second Avenue).  Check http://www.nypl.org for hours.

If you have chosen accommodation at the Park South Hotel, your reservation includes a complimentary European –style breakfast buffet available every morning at the Black Duck Restaurant adjacent to the hotel. Your conference fee covers meals at Baruch when the conference is in session.  Please note the conference adjourns for the day at 6:00 PM on Wednesday evening, June 8, so dinner will be on your own but will be provided Tuesday and Thursday evenings.
